Chapter Guide to State FFA Activities

DRESS CODE SUMMARY

The North Carolina FFA Association strives to promote a positive image at all Official FFA Events.  The dress code policy was established to address the issue of appropriate attire at all Official FFA Events.  Members should adhere to this policy for all events.  A ten percent reduction in the total team or individual score will be taken if a participant violates the dress code during a career development event.  

The following is a summary of appropriate attire for North Carolina FFA Association Career Development Events.  Participants may choose to wear official dress for those events that do not require official dress based on the event.

	Career Development Event
	Appropriate Attire

	Agricultural Communications
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual or costumes appropriate for their presentation.

	Agricultural Issues
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual

	Agricultural Mechanics
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.  Participants should wear appropriate shop clothing and provide their own industrial-quality eye protection.

	Agricultural Sales
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Agricultural Sales – Junior 
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Agricultural Tools and Materials
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.  Clothing should be appropriate for work in a shop or laboratory setting.

	Agronomy
	Participants are allowed to wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt or they may wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Creed
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Dairy Foods
	Participants are allowed to wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt or they may wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Dairy Evaluation
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Dairy Evaluation – Junior 
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Envirothon

(Environmental and Natural Resources)
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate FFA t-shirt.  State Envirothon rules prohibit participants wearing any clothing with their school name printed on it.

	Extemporaneous Public Speaking
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Farm Business Management
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Farm Business Management – Junior 
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Floriculture
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Food Science
	Participants are allowed to wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt or they may wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.


	Forestry
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Horse Evaluation
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Hunter Safety
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Introduction to Horticulture
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Job Interview
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Land Judging
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Land Judging – Junior 
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Livestock Evaluation
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Livestock Evaluation – Junior

	Marketing Plan
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Meats Evaluation
	Participants are allowed to wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt or they may wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Middle Grades Exploring Biotechnology
	Participants are allowed to wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt or they may wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Middle Grades Exploring Biotechnology Quiz Bowl
	Participants are allowed to wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt or they may wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Middle Grades Parliamentary Procedure
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual

	Middle Grades Prepared Public Speaking
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual

	Nursery/Landscape
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Poultry Evaluation
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Prepared Public Speaking
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Ritual and Parliamentary Procedure
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual.

	Tractor Driving
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Truck Driving
	Participants should wear long pants, an appropriate shirt with a collar or an appropriate high school or FFA t-shirt.

	Middle Grades Prepared Public Speaking
	Participants must wear official dress as described in the FFA manual


Official Dress

For male members: black slacks, white collared shirt, official FFA tie, black dress shoes, black socks, and an official FFA jacket zipped up to the top.  For female members: black skirt, white collared blouse, official FFA blue scarf, black dress shoes with a closed heel and toe, black nylon hosiery, an official FFA jacket zipped to the top. (Special Note: The skirt is to be at least knee length, hemmed evenly across the bottom, with a slit no longer than two inches above the knee, excluding the kick pleat.  Black slacks may be appropriate for traveling and outdoor activities.)

Members are also asked to wear appropriate attire during camping programs, leadership conferences and camps, and other state events.  

Members attending the summer camping program are to follow the camping program dress code.

Undesirable messages or graphics on clothing or paraphernalia that are unbecoming of an FFA member are not acceptable to wear at camp.  If it is questionable, do not wear it.  Campers should wear an appropriate shirt and fastened shorts at all times unless they are on the pier or in the lake swimming at which time appropriate swimwear should be worn.

Members are encouraged to wear FFA Official Dress during the North Carolina FFA Association State Convention.  Members will NOT be allowed to go on the convention stage unless they are in FFA Official Dress.
