1. ___ Added rural and community development to the responsibilities of extension. 

2. ___ Categorical funding for specific vocational programs like agricultural education was first eliminated in this vocational education act. States were allowed to decide how they wanted to spend vocational education money. 
3. ___ Charged the Extension Service with teaching composting

4. ___ Did away with federal supervision of vocational education programs. 

5. ___ Directed the US to become involved in agricultural research and extension activities in developing countries.

6. ___ Established a program of grants within USDA for secondary agricultural education

7. ___ Established extension education programs on Native American reservations

8. ___ Established the Cooperative State Research, Education, and Extension Service within USDA to coordinate extension and research efforts between USDA and the states 

9. ___ Established the National Institute of Food and Agriculture within USDA to replace the Cooperative State Research, Education, and Extension Service

10. ___ Expanded the focus of what was taught in agricultural education and home economics education to be more than farming and homemaking. 

11. ___ First mandated that states spend a certain percentage of their vocational funds on disadvantaged, handicapped and out-of-work individuals. 

12. ___ For the first time mandated that 1890 land grant colleges be involved in extension activities. Also required leaders of 1862 and 1890 land grants to plan together. 

13. ___ Had a number of provisions to promote sex equity.

14. ___ Has several provisions for beginning farmers and ranchers

15. ___ Indicated that academic education and vocational education should be integrated

16. ___ Mandated that Extension become involved with agricultural chemical education.

17. ___ Provided federal funds to upgrade facilities at 1890 institutions.

18. ___ Required that 57% of basic state grants for vocational education be spent on special populations.

19. ___ Started the use of paraprofessionals to work with low-income families on nutrition education in extension. 

20. ___ Uses Career and Technical Education in the language instead of vocational education
