Requirements for nomination for Performance Livestock and Feeds Bull Program
1. Must own at least 20 head of cattle.

2. Have not purchased a performance tested bull from a BCIP central bull test sale (Butner, Waynesville or Forage) in past ten year.

3. Have to be nominated by their county livestock extension agent.

4. Producer is responsible for health of the animal and maintaining a vaccination program on the bull.

5. The producer must keep the bull for three years.  At the end of three years the producer has the option to buy the bull at salvage value or sell the bull with Performance Livestock and Feeds receiving the proceeds.

6. Forms will be mailed to Gary Gregory (PO Box 7621, Raleigh, NC 27695) by December 31,2008

The producer that is selected to receive the credit will get up to $2000 to go toward the purchase of one bull.  If the bull is purchased at the auction for more than $2000 the producer is responsible for the difference.
