Daniel Townsend Pope, PhD, of Mt. Pleasant, 
SC died December 4.  Dr. Pope was born 
December 24, 1913 at Edisto Island, SC.  He 
received his BS from Clemson University in 
1935, MS from Louisiana State University in 
1937, and PhD from Cornell University in 1952.  
Dr. Pope was Assistant Professor at Berry 
College, Rome, GA from 1937 to 1940;

University from 1940 to 1941; Associate 
Professor and Professor at North Carolina State 
University from 1947 to 1976. He was a US 
Army Veteran of World War II, with service 
from 1941 to 1946 at Little Rock, AR, Fort 
Benning, GA, Tyler, TX and Ft. Meade, MD.
