Scientific Program

The workshop will consist of oral and poster presentations covering all aspects of Sclerotinia: biology, ecology, epidemiology, genetics, taxonomy, genomics, disease forecasting, pathogenesis, host resistance, fungicides, biological control, worldwide impact and importance. 

The official language for the workshop is English.

All attendees are encouraged to submit abstracts for presentation at the Workshop. Posters will be used for all presentations, with the exception of selected abstracts chosen by the Organizing Committee for oral presentations at focus sessions. The Committee will contact those chosen for oral presentations. Otherwise, please prepare your presentation for poster format and closely adhere to the instructions at the end of the document. 

Abstracts will be published in Proceedings to be distributed at the workshop and on-line by Plant Management Network http://www.plantmanagementnetwork.org/.

Acceptance of a manuscript for publication in the Proceedings is contingent upon acceptance by the Organizing Committee and payment of the registration fee by at least one of the authors. Abstract publication in the on-line Proceedings is contingent upon presentation of the paper at the Workshop by one of the paper's authors. 
Special Sessions on Sclerotinia homoeocarpa
In addition to the main conference program, attendees interested in Sclerotinia homoeocarpa and dollar spot of turfgrasses will have the opportunity to meet as a group on June 2 (afternoon) and June 4 (morning). During these ‘homoeocarpa’ sessions, time will be allocated for each program to provide an update on their research, followed by discussions on the establishment of a regional research collaborative.
Travel

Wilmington International Airport (ILM) is served by airlines with connecting flights from major airports. The closest large airport, Raleigh-Durham International (RDU), is served by several major airlines. 

ATTENDEES ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR OWN GROUND TRANSPORTATION (TAXI, RENTAL CAR) FROM AIRPORTS TO THE OFFICIAL MEETING HOTELS. 

Wilmington International is about 7 miles (7.5 km) from the meeting site. Taxi, limousine service, and rental cars are available at the airport. Ground transportation information is located on the airport website. 

Wilmington is approximately 141 miles (227 km) from RDU and travel time by car is about 2 hours. Wilmington is approximately 216 miles (348 km) or 4 hours by car from Charlotte Douglas International (CLT) in Charlotte, NC and 375 miles (603 km) or 6 hours by car from Dulles International (IAD) in Washington, D.C. 

International travelers are reminded to bring all necessary documents for entry into the US.

Local Information
Climate: Wilmington is located on the Cape Fear River near the southeastern tip of North Carolina. UNC-W is about 5 miles (8 km) from the Atlantic Ocean. The climate is subtropical. Mean daytime temperatures in early June are warm, about 85° (30° C) during the day and 62° (17° C) at night. Ocean temperature is about 75° (24° C). Weather generally is sunny with afternoon thunderstorms possible. Bring light comfortable clothing. Local time in June is Eastern Daylight Time.

Instructions for Abstracts

The Organizing Committee of the 14th International Sclerotinia Workshop invites you to submit an abstract title for presentation at the Workshop. Papers will be published in Proceedings to be distributed at the workshop and on-line by Plant Management Network http://www.plantmanagementnetwork.org/.

Acceptance of abstracts for publication in the Proceedings is contingent upon acceptance by the Organizing Committee and payment of the registration fee by at least one of the authors. Publication in the on-line Proceedings is contingent upon presentation of the paper at the Workshop by one of the paper's authors. 

Format

Submit your document in Microsoft Word (.doc) or Rich Text Format (.rtf). 
Prepare your abstract formatted for the standard US page size of 8.5" x 11" (21.6 x 28 cm). Use right and left margins of 1.5" (3.8 cm) and a maximum length of 6" (15.2 cm). 

Use 12 point Times Roman font. The title should be in bold type. Skip a line and list full author names in bold, given name first, with affiliation in regular font immediately after the author's name. Underline the name of the presenting author. 

Skip a line and begin the text of the abstract. The body of the abstract should be left-justified, single-spaced in regular font, and should not be indented. Type your abstract as a single paragraph and do not use tables or figures. 

The Official language of the conference is English. If you are not fluent in English, please have your abstract edited for language before submission.

Abstracts are due on 31 March 2009. 

Poster preparation

Except for papers selected for focus sessions, all papers will be presented as posters. Posters should be prepared to fit in an area of 48" x 48" (120 x 120 cm). 

Posters must be in English. Posters are a visual representation of your report and should include ample illustration with tables, figures, and photographs. Text should be sized to be easily readable from a distance of 2 m (guidelines below). Dark lettering on light colored, solid backgrounds is suggested. 

Suggested minimum font sizes:

Title - 85 point; use bold print

Authors and affiliations - 48 point

Abstract, Main test, Captions - 28 point

Oral presentations

Papers for oral presentations in focus sessions will be selected by the Organizing Committee. Detailed guidelines will be given to authors of the papers selected. 
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
